from low-income households.

airline ticket (at the beginning and completion of studies);
lodging;

meals;

medical care;

monthly allowance; and

installation costs.



Application process:

1. To apply for the scholarship applicants should contact the Embassy of the Bolivarian

4033. A website address will be provided to applicants in order to complete the
registration form. All records as indicated on the form should be completed. Please note
that to create a record applicants must have an active and valid personal email address.

2. Once registered, applicants will be notified as to the results of the pre-selection via email.

3. Applicants will be given an appointment via email. The email will state the date, time and
venue of the interview.

4. The final results will be published at the office of the Embassy of the Bolivarian Republic of
Venezuela. Also an email will be sent to successful applicants.

5. If an applicant is selected they must be on the alert for a call from the Venezuelan
Representative of the Embassy, and start preparing all documents that will be requested by
the representative.
